The Impact of Masking and Gendered Pressures on the Recognition of Anxiety and Depression
in Autistic School-Age Girls

ABSTRACT

This master’s thesis explores the phenomenon of masking (social camouflaging) in autistic school-
age girls and its relationship with gendered social pressures, focusing on its impact on the
recognition of anxiety and depression. Although autism research has expanded considerably in
recent years, gender-related dimensions remain underexplored, often resulting in delayed or missed
diagnoses among girls on the autism spectrum.

The study adopts a critical literature review methodology, aiming to synthesize and interpret
international research on masking, gender, and mental health. The analysis is grounded in an
interdisciplinary theoretical framework that draws on feminist and sociocultural approaches to
gender, the social model of disability, neurodiversity theory, and Theory of Mind.

The findings indicate that masking frequently functions as a strategy of social adaptation shaped by
gendered expectations, contributing to the reduced visibility of autistic traits in girls. However,
prolonged engagement in masking is consistently associated with increased psychological distress,
internalized anxiety, depressive symptoms, identity disruption, and experiences of autistic burnout.
Particular emphasis is placed on the school context, where girls’ apparent adjustment often leads to
the underrecognition of their educational and psychosocial needs.

The thesis concludes by emphasizing the need to increase awareness among educators and mental
health professionals regarding the gendered dimensions of autism, as well as the importance of
inclusive educational and social environments that reduce the need for masking and promote the
mental well-being of autistic girls.
